Set(s): Crazy for Cupcakes 

Accessories: 
 
4x11 inch Close to Cocoa cardstock  
   Scored at 3 ¾ & 8 ¾ 
2 ½ x 4 inch Pretty In Pink cardstock 
4 x 2 inch striped DSP (Candy Lane) 
½ x 4 inch matching stripe DSP (Candy Lane) 
2x 3 Regal Rose c/s 
1 ¾ x 2 ¾ Whisper White 
Markers: Regal Rose, Creamy Caramel, Sahara Sand, Real Red 
Black Staz On, Chunky Essentials Glitter, Close to Cocoa ink 
1 3/8 inch jumbo circle, 1/16th inch circle, silver brads 
Scalloped edge punch 
 
1. Fold the pre-scored Cocoa cardstock into thirds with 

the largest flap on top 

2. On the smaller (inside) flap, cut a half circle and 
adhere closed on each edge with a silver brad to form 
a pocket. 

3. Take the 2x4 inch striped paper and punch a scalloped edge and then fold lengthwise as shown and adhere 
behind the Pretty in Pink rectangle (to look like an overhang) 

4. Adhere that to the card front (but not at the very top) and glue the other matching stripe to the bottom (as 
shown) 

5. On the white rectangle, stamp the cupcake stand in Black 
Staz On and color with the markers.   

6. Adhere this layer to the Regal Rose rectangle and adhere to 
the front of the card (centered to the left). Use the glue pen 
and Chunky glitter to glitter the cupcakes 

7. Stamp the greeting in Close to Cocoa ink
